Sacred Herb craft within the Lodge 
 

From the beginning of time mankind has always forged a close working relationship with the plants of this earthly 
plane. For example many references to herbs and plants are to be found on the early clay tablets and pottery 
discovered in ancient Sumeria and the Bible too is full of many references to the use of plants, unguents and oils. 
And so it is no different within the Lodges today as the magical herb craft taught stems, as well as other sources, 
from this very ancient, often hidden knowledge. 
  
After the challenges of the first few degrees, of morality and virtue and of knowing thyself, the student thus journeys 
on to the study of spell craft, seal workings, candle magic, crystal healing and to the understanding of herbs 
themselves and how they fit into our existence here on earth. From a general pagan perspective one may wonder 
what else there is to know about herbs and their use in magic? Most pagans will probably have been using herbs in 
a ritual, healing and magical context. However, the Lodge teachings take the student to a very different and higher 
level of understanding. Each student will be given precise information on the use of each sacred herb from a 
physical and a magical perspective. Further teachings come in the form of the connection to the sacred energies of 
this planet, of the numerology associated with each herb and of the connection to the energies of the universe itself. 
The student, once enlightened as to the magical and healing usage of plants, will in time and with dedication become 
a practitioner of sacred herb craft.  
 
Each herb connects to a sacred stone, a deity, and a planet and to specific locations/energy alignment of the Earth. 
By using combinations of all these properties in a ritual and higher magical context the student is taught how to 
access sacred energies for their selves, for magical use and for the healing of others too. More importantly they are 
taught about the connection of mankind to the universe that can only be accessed via these specific combinations of 
plants and stones. In time each student is taught how to open the doors of perception within themselves in order to 
attain higher levels of consciousness and awareness and the opening of the veil.   
 
The actual method of teaching is very, very different from anything that most students have been taught before or 
have been aware of before and seeing and doing certainly believes. No more so than in respect of the use of 
magically charged potions for healings. If anyone was ever in any doubt about this path, then to see how these 
potions really do work, will dispel all doubts completely. The ancient peoples of this planet knew much that has long 
been buried and forgotten, but now this knowledge is at last finding its way into the light again and is now within 
human grasp.
